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Getting Started
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Thank you for choosing our Video Intercom System! We are proud to 
introduce the new updated 2-wire system, providing a straight forward 
installation, and a simple, intuitive user experience. 
This manual includes installation steps, programming instructions, and 
wiring diagrams.
Please read all instructions in this manual carefully, and check all 
components before installing them in the building. We recommend 
installing and testing one component at a time (ie. room stations) making it 
easier to detect a potential error before completion. 
Attached at the end of this installation section is a detachable End-User 
manual.  
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Total 6 bits in the DIP switches can be configured. The switches can be 

modified either before or after installation.
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Bit-1,Bit-2 are used for door station ID setting(1=on,0=off). 

Bit-3 

When multi door stations are installed in the system. These three bits 
must be set correctly,the first door station set to 00,the second one set to 
10,the third one set to 01,the fourth one set to 11.If only one door station 
isintalled,set to 00
00 - First door station
10 - Second door station
01 - Third door station
11 - Fourth door station

Set the ring back tone

Bit-4 and Bit-5 is used for unlock time setting. 
00 - 1 second (Default setting)
10 - 5 seconds
01 - 10 seconds
11 - 15 seconds
Bit-6 is used for connecting extra camera.
0 - No extra camera (Default setting)
1 - Connecting  with extra camera
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Bit3=� Turn on the call waiting ring tone
Bit3=� Disable call waiting ringtone (mute)

Programming
Answering a door call
Press CALL button on door station, the monitor rings, the CALL visitor can 
be seen on the monitor screen. If nobody answers the call, the screen will 
automatically turn off in 60 seconds.
To answer an incoming call, press TALK to answer, calls last for 60 
seconds,DO NOT have to hold talk to enable voice communication. Press 
TALK again to end the conversation. If the system connects with two or 
more monitors, answering any monitor, the others will turn off  automatically.
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     The form of the special code of the door state is as follows:
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If there is an extra camera, during and 
incoming call, press MONITOR switch to 
see the view of extra camera.
Door Release
During the conversation with the visitor, 
press UNLOCK button to unlock the door.

Monitoring
Press MONITOR button while in standby 
mode you will be able to see the view of 
outdoor station camera. Press MONITOR 
again switch to next door stations 
camera or extra camera. Press TALK 
button twice to exit.(firstly you should 
finish setting door station camera and 
extra camera, see bellow).

How to set door station camera and 
extra camera?
Keep pressing ALARM button until you 
hear a long beep. Start setting state of 
multiple door stations and extra 
cameras. Press MONITOR as many 
times as the quantities  of specific code 
of door state.

For example :
There are 3 door stations, 2 door stations 
with extra camera, specific code of door 
state is 8.
Keep press ALARM (Long beep) ‒ press 
MONITOR 8 time ‒ press ALARM
There are 1 door stations,0 door station 
with extra camera, specific code of door 
state is 1.
Keep press ALARM (Long beep) ‒ press 
MONITOR 1 time ‒ press ALARM

First, connect Manage stitch, then will be a beep sound every second to get into record
manage card mode. Then, swipe a new lC card, and a long beep will indicate the successful
recording of a new management card. Finally cut off the Manage stitch

4) Record User Card 

First, swipe the manage card, then swipe a new user card one by one. Next, swipe the
manage card again - The user cards are recorded. The limit for the number of recorded
user cards is 1000 pcs.

5) Delete User Card 

Connecting Delete stitch, then will be a beep. Next, swipe the user cards
which needs to delete and hold in 10 seconds. Then there will be a short
beep three times indicating the user card has been deleted successfully.
Finally, cut off the Delete stitch.

6) Format All the Cards 

Connecting Format stitch, then will be a beep to
start formatting. Next will a beep after 5 seconds,
all the manage cards and user cards will be deleted.
Finally, cut off the Format stitch.

1) Record Manage Card 

First, disconnect the power to the Outdoor Station. Next, after connecting JP1, there will
be a beep sound every 1.5 seconds. Then, swipe an ID card, and a long beep will indicate
the successful recording of a new management card. Finally cut off the JP1.

2) Record User Card 

First, swipe the manage card, then swipe a new user card one by one. Next, swipe the
manage card again - The user cards are recorded. The limit for the number of recorded
user cards is 2720 pcs.

3) Delete User Card

First, disconnect the power to the Outdoor Station. Next, after connecting JP3, there
will be a long beep indicating all user cards has been deleted. Finally, cut off the JP3.
